6.0 INSTALLING THE APPLIANCE

Dependent on your installation requirements, you may wish to install the appliance in three different ways.

Flat wall installation Semi recessed installation = Fully recessed installation

I: Flat wall - If you are putting the fire against a wall with no recess, you will use both of the spac-
ers that are fitted to the fire.You will be able to use either the sticky double sided neoprene strips,
or, secure the fire to the wall using the key hole slots on the rear of the spacer frame with screws.

10.0 SAFETY CUT-OUT SYSTEM
