Do not overcoat the anti-mould finish (or wallpaper over it) as this will
effectively seal in the mould resistant finish and allow the mould to
grow back.

If an unfinished, textured wallpaper (blown vinyl, woodchip etc.) or
similar is to be used then it should be hung after the Dryzone® 100 Mould
Sanitiser has fully dried. The wallpaper should then be coated with the
anti-mould finish as above.
