Step by step installation guide - Downpipe

Hold a downpipe clip centrally over the line
and mark the fixing holes on the wall with a
pencil. Repeat down the wall, spacing pipe
clips no more than 1.8m apart.

Using a plumb line, mark a vertical line ~ Working from the top downwards, Fit the pipe clips to the downpipe and
on the wall from the outlet to the drain. install the downpipe. If additional screw them into the wall.

lengths of downpipe are required,

join using a socket and pipe clip.

RECOMMENDED:

Secure pipe/socket clips with two
32mm X 6.5mm screws.

Fit the pipe clips to the downpipe and Fit the shoe at the bottom of the
screw them into the wall. downpipe so that it directs water into
the drain, if required. Secure the joint
with a pipe clip.
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
